God made the wild animals of the earth of every kind, and 
the cattle of every kind, and everything that creeps upon the ground of every kind. And God saw that it was 
good. 

Then God said, “Let us make humankind in our image, according to our likeness; and let them have 
dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the wild 
animals of the earth, and over every creeping thing that creeps upon the earth.” 

So God created humankind in his image, 
in the image of God he created them; 
male and female he created them. 

God blessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth and subdue it; and have 
dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the air and over every living thing that moves upon 
the earth.”

CALL FOR SUPPORT - MUTUAL AID FOR A DEPORTED FAMILY 
From St. Aidan’s member Rebeca Gordon 
Background: A little over a week ago, someone I’ve been accompanying through Faith in Action was deported to his 
home country along with his 17-year-old daughter, after living in the US for seven years. They were seeking asylum 
here, and now find themselves back in the country they left and where they fear being persecuted once again. They are 
forced to start over without employment, without a place to live, or a way to feed themselves regularly. The daughter 
has not been in that country since she was 10. She’s a junior in high school, and the school will let her finish the year 
remotely, once her dad’s sister can send her laptop from the US.  

Dad is also scrambling to find appropriate medical care. He suffers from a serious medical condition that requires 
regular access to a doctor and medication.  

Together with some other Faith in Action folks, I am raising funds for a one-time gift to the family to help them adjust 
to their new reality as they get on their feet. The family may use these funds to: 

· Pay for expenses associated with shipping their belongings remaining in the US (including daughter’s computer 
so she can finish her junior year of high school) 

· Pay for basic needs including food/housing 
· Pay for medical expenses and medication to treat dad’s condition 
· Pay for phone/internet expenses so they can remain in touch with their loved ones in the US
